GENERAL:

DIRECTIONS:

This is an 80 round per team member match; 20 rounds at 50 yards and 60
rounds at 100 yards, plus unlimited sighters each stage during the 20-minute live-
fire time period.

50 yards targets contain of 4 bulls for record and 2 sighter bulls.
100 yards target contains of 2 bulls for record and 1 sighter bull.
Competitors will change targets after each 20 shots for record.

One team member will be on Relay 1, the other will be on Relay 2
Relays will alternate as such to reduce equipment movement:
1,2,2,1,1,2,2,1 Team members decide relay number squadding for their team.

Dewar Match 1 target at 50 yards, Unlimited sighters and 20 shots for record (5
per bull) in a time limit of 20 minutes. Target change and other team member fires
same as above.

Targets changed and moved to 100 yards. 1 target at 100 yards Unlimited sighters
and 20 shots for record (ten per bull). Target change and other team member fires
same as above.

Required 20-Minute break per NRA rules and scoring

2 targets, 20 shots for record each, 10 shots per bull plus unlimited sighters in a
time limit of 20 minutes per target — 100 yards. Relays alternate as described
above.

Scoring.

Aggregate of match 1 and 2

Bring plenty of drinking water. No food service - no lunch break. The range has
restroom facilities and porta-johns.

On Hwy 25 (Augusta Road) coming from Greenwood, turn left on Hwy
247 at Ware Place (hot Ware Shoals), or on Hwy 25 coming from
Greenville turn right on Hwy 247 at Ware Place. Travel approximately
5 miles and cross Saluda River. Take the second left onto Mattison
Road. Take the second left onto Chapman Road. Take the first left
onto Corner Road. Take the first “dressed” gravel road to the left
onto Range Road.

From Interstate 1-85, North or South, take exit 21 onto Hwy 178 South
to Anderson. Travel through Anderson on 178 and watch for 178 to
take a left turn downtown. Proceed to Belton. Upon coming to
downtown Belton cross the railroad tracks and take a left turn onto
Main Street. Travel one block and turn right onto Hwy 247. Travel
approximately 2.5 miles and turn right onto Shady Grove Road.
Travel a short distance and take a left onto Mattison Road. Take the
first right onto Chapman Road. Take the first left onto Corner Road
and then take the first “dressed” gravel road to the left onto Range
Road.
